Transmitted Infections (STls)?
There is a lot to think about when you want to have a
baby or when a baby is on the way. One important step

is to learn about STlIs because they can harm your baby.
You may want to talk with your doctor or nurse about

getting tested for STls. The more you know, the more you

can do to have a healthy baby.

What are STls?

STls are caused by germs that live on the skin or in
bodily fluids like semen, vaginal discharge, or blood.
Anyone who has sex of any kind or shares needles can
get an STI. Many STls can be passed from a mother to
her unborn baby. Since STls often show no symptoms,
you may not know you've had an infection for a long
time—even before becoming pregnant.

Talk with your doctor or nurse about STls.
Get tested.
Ask your partner to get tested, too.

If you are diagnosed with an STI,
begin treatment.

Take all the medicine your doctor or nurse
gives you.

Don't have sex until you and your partner(s) are
cured. (Some STls like herpes or HIV cannot be
cured. Talk to your doctor or nurse about what to
do if you have one of these STls.)

Use condoms. Latex condoms, when used
consistently and correctly, are highly effective in
preventing transmission of HIV, the virus that causes
AIDS. In addition, correct and consistent use of latex
condoms can reduce the risk of other sexually
transmitted diseases.

Limit your number of partners.

Do not use alcohol, drugs, or any medicines not
given to you by your doctor.

. Take care of yourself: eat a well-balanced

diet, get rest, and exercise. (This won't keep you
from getting an STI, but it will keep your body
healthy...and that is good for you and your baby.)



“I'm embarrassed to talk to my
doctor about stuff like STls!”

Your doctor or nurse can answer your questions, and they
will give you facts you can count on. Even if you don't
think you have an STI, it's good to know the facts about
STls when you are pregnant.

“Well, I've heard that...”

Many people will tell you what they have heard about STls.
But what they tell you may not be true. Trust only the facts
your doctor or nurse tells you.

B Don't think that because you already have had a test
for STls, that you are healthy now. If you have sex,
even with one partner, you need to be tested again.

B Don't play the waiting game. STls are tricky. They
don’'t always show signs or symptoms. The only way
to know if you or your partner has an STl is to
get tested.

B Don't think you can’t get an STI or HIV while you are
pregnant. You can.

B Don't think that if you have sex with only one
partner, you can't get an STI. You can.
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Why get tested?

If you have an STl or get one from your partner during
pregnancy and don't know it, your baby could be in danger.
Your doctor may want to test you for certain STls because
it is required by state law and/or recommended by
professional medical organizations. If you find out you have
or your partner has an STI, you can get help from your
doctor or nurse. Many STls are easy to treat and cure. Even
if you have been tested before, you may need to be tested
again.

Why get treatment?

B The earlier you get treatment, the better. The
sooner you start taking medicine to get rid of
your STI, the sooner you will be healthy. Be sure
to take all the medicine your doctor or nurse tells
you to, exactly like they tell you to.

B Don't have sex with your partner until both of
you have finished treatment. If you have sex
before the STI goes away, you and your partner
could pass it back and forth between the two
of you.

B Some STls, like herpes and HIV, cannot be cured,
but there are still medicines you can take that may
help your symptoms.

B Talk to your doctor about how you can protect your
baby and your partner from STls.



Condoms?!?
But I'm already pregnant!

It might seem strange to use condoms now that you
are pregnant, but they really are important. Condoms
are a shield against STls, and they help protect you
and your baby. STIs can be very harmful to unborn
or newborn babies. By using condoms every time
you have sex, you are protecting three very
important people: your partner, your baby, and you —
your baby’s mom.
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Can STls harm babies?

Yes. A pregnant woman who has an STl can pass it to her
baby. A baby that has an STI might become blind, have
brain damage or serious liver problems, and may even die.

B Herpes is rare in babies, but it can cause blindness,
brain damage, painful blisters on the skin, or even
death. (Special note: Genital herpes and cold sores on
the mouth are both caused by the herpes simplex
virus. Do not let people who have cold sores on their
lips kiss your baby. It can make your baby sick.)

B Chlamydia can cause eye and lung infections
in newborns.

B Gonorrhea can cause eye infections that lead
to blindness.

B Hepatitis B can cause serious liver problems,
even death. Ask your doctor about a protective
shot or vaccine dose that should be given to your
baby at birth.

B Human papillomavirus (HPV), the virus that causes
genital warts, is rare in babies, but it can cause warts
in a baby's throat.

B Syphilis may cause blindness, brain damage
or death.

B HIV can be passed to a baby and can lead to death.
